	HIGH
	Hand Washing:
· Hand washing facilities with soap and water in place.
· Stringent hand washing for a minimum of 20 sec to be undertaken regularly.

· Hands to be dried with disposable paper towels.

· Use alcohol based sanitisers, which are to be available in areas where washing facilities not readily available.

· Always follow good personal hygiene measures.

· Avoid touching your face/eyes/nose/ mouth with unwashed hands and cover your cough or sneeze with a tissue then throw away into a bin.

Cleaning:
· Frequently cleaning and disinfecting objects and surfaces that are touched regularly. Particularly of areas in high use such as door handles, light switches, reception area, bait cabin
· Provide suitable and sufficient rubbish bins for hand towels with regular removal and disposal.
· Restrict the number of people using toilet facilities at any one time.
Access / egress to office and sites:
· Stop all non-essential visitors.

· Monitor site access points to enable social distancing.

· Require all employees / visitors to wash or sanitse before entering or leaving offices and sites.

· Regularly clean common contact surfaces in reception, office, access control and delivery areas e.g. photocopier, computers, telephone handsets, desks.

· Reduce the number in attendance at site inductions and, weather permitting, conduct outside wherever possible.

· Delivery drivers should remain in their vehicle if the load will allow it and must wash or clean their hands before unloading goods and materials. 
Working on sites:

· Anybody who is unwell with symptoms of Coronavirus (COVID-19) should not attend the workplace.

· Tasks are to be rearranged to enable them to be done by one person or a small number of persons without compromising safety measures.

· Maintain social distancing measures of 2 metres distance between each other as much as possible.

· Avoid skin to skin and face to face contact.

· Consider alternative or additional mechanical aids to reduce interface.

· Any additional COVID-19 measures specified by the Principle Contractor’s site rules must be followed. 
· Above hygiene measures and additional cleaning schedules to remain (regularly washing hands for at least 20 seconds     with soap and warm water).

· Any health concerns to be raised immediately to the line management / Principle Contractor.

· Always consider if the task can be performed differently without having to breach the 2m social distancing rule.
· Workers are to limit face to face working and work facing away from each other when possible.

· Limit the frequency of working within 2m to an absolute minimum and ensure it is strictly for low intensity, sporadic work where exposure to this distance is less than 15 mins.

· All equipment to be thoroughly cleaned prior and after using it.

· Increased ventilation must be provided within enclosed spaces.
· PPE equipment not to be shared between workers.

Canteen – exposure:

· The workforce should also stay on site once they have entered it and not use local shops.

· Break time to be staggered to reduce contact, enabling social distancing of 2m.

· Drinking water provided with enhanced cleaning measures of the tap mechanism.
· Tables to be cleaned between each use with disinfectant.

· All rubbish to be placed straight in to rubbish bins not left for others to tidy up.

· All areas used for eating must be thoroughly cleaned at the end of each break and day, including tables, chairs, door handles etc.
